Art. 4. 2025 FIA CENTRAL EUROPEAN ZONE HILL CLIMB CHAMPIONSHIP

4.1 Eligible Cars

Each Competition is open to cars holding a national technical passport and complying with the
Appendix J, except the cars in Group 4 and Group 5, where a series fuel tank with its original location
and refuelling is allowed, for the following categories and groups:

4.1.1 Category 1

Group 1 Pf 15 to 39
Group 2 Pf40to 79
Group 3 Pf80 to 119
Group 4 Pf 120 to 159
Group 5 Pf>159

4.1.2 Category 2

The cars will be classified in the following groups on the base of the Pf value:
Group P1 (Proto 1) Pf 50 to 59

Group P2 (Proto 2) Pf 60 to 89

Group P3 (Proto 3) Pf 90 to 109

Group P4 (Proto 4) Pf>110

4.3 Organisation of the events

The events are to be organised according to the FIA Sporting Code and its Appendices. The minimum
length of the race will be 5 km, which can be performed in one, two or three heats.

4.4 Classification

At the end of each qualifying event a general classification for each Division mentioned in Art. 4.1 will
be established. For each Division points will be allocated as follows:
25-18-15-12-10-8-6-4-2-1.

If there are less than 5 starters % points will be allocated.

As a driver is allowed to participate only with one car in one event, the points of drivers starting with
different cars in the different events will be cumulated for the final results of the Championship.

The following drivers will be declared winners of the Central European Zone Hill Climb Championship
at the end of the year:

The driver having scored the most points in Group 1
The driver having scored the most points in Group 2
The driver having scored the most points in Group 3
The driver having scored the most points in Group 4
The driver having scored the most points in Group 5
The driver having scored the most points in Group P1
The driver having scored the most points in Group P2
The driver having scored the most points in Group P3
The driver having scored the most points in Group P4
